Call to Order:

The meeting was called to order at 2:10 pm.  It was determined that there was a quorum.
Approval of 23 January 2008 Meeting Summary:
Bob Deeds moved and Matt Krimmer seconded approval of the meeting summary for the February 27, 2008 board meeting.  The vote was unanimous. 
Approval of February Invoices:
Ronda Sandquist moved and Patrick O’Connell seconded approval of payment of invoices for Tetra Tech, CAS, Hughes and Stuart, and the accountant.  The vote was unanimous.  Ronda moved and Don Moore seconded withholding payment of the invoice from RNC Consulting.  The group discussed  the inadequate level of cooperation from RNC Consulting in fulfilling the terms of the Transition Contract.  The vote was unanimous.  The management team was directed to prepare a memo outlining issues related to the transition and to prepare a letter to RNC for signature by the Chairs.
New Business–

A.  Annual Report and B. Collaborative Discussions with WQCD Staff.  – These 2 issues were discussed simultaneously since the only major issues raised with the draft of the report are from WQCD staff regarding inclusion of ongoing discussions with Dr. Saunders.  Specifically, the Authority is concerned that the timing of release of the revised TMAL will not allow enough time for thoughtful comments.  Tammy Allen that the Commission would approve notice of the November Rule-Making Hearing in July 2008.  If Dr. Saunders releases the revised TMAL in June, there could be as little as 10 business days to respond.  Tammy Allen will get clarification as to whether the rulemaking hearing in November 2008 will include implementation of the revised TMAL.  The board directed the management team to update the Tracking Memo for the previously scheduled discussion at the 10 April TRC meeting.  Presentation of the Annual Report to the Commission is scheduled for 12 May at 1:00 pm.  Board members are encouraged to attend.  Comments on the Annual Report are due April 1st (no fooling)


C. Report on first meeting of Highway 85 Technical Committee – The group expressed appreciation to Douglas County for providing leadership on the important issue of providing wastewater treatment along US 85.  The committee will be hiring an engineer to assist with their efforts.  Amy Conklin will resign from the committee.  Updates on the progress of this committee will be a standing agenda item for other board member also serving on the committee to make.
D. Discussion of Board Policies –  Amy brought up issues encountered in applying board policies while completing referral comments.  The board provided her direction.  Ronda Sandquist asked that 3 board policies be reviewed, updated and readopted at the next board meeting: Wastewater Utility Plan Cost of Review Policy; Data Transfer Policy; and Legal Expenses Policy.
E. Monitoring Reports -  The monitoring contract signed by Amy was ratified.  A new version of the contract will be drafted as part of revisions to the SAP and presented to the board in November.
Old Business

A. Comments on Water Quality section of Chatfield Reallocation EIS –The manager was directed to send out comments on the Chatfield Reallocation EIS.  Amy expressed her appreciation to Ronda for taking a leadership role in completing the comments.
B. WQCD staff updates – Tammy Allen committed to: ask about the TMAL Technical Review timeline; link the Chatfield web page to the WQCD web page and the Non Point source organization web page; check on the permit for Bell Mountain Ranch; comment on the Annual Report.  She noted that  the document submitted for Massey Draw was a status report and not a PIP.  Don Moore reported that Douglas County was having problems with the 319 Grant for the Hayman Burn Area and was encouraged by the group not to abandon the effort.
C. Update on the Annual Retreat – Ronda Sandquist moved and Bob Deeds seconded a motion to approve reserving the room at Arrowhead Golf Club for Wed. 14 May and that the Authority should pay the per person fee and that the manager should send an invitation requiring an RSVP.  The vote was unanimous.  The retreat will start at 11:30 and include a working lunch.

D. Tracking Memo –The Management Team was directed to update the Tracking memo and send to Craig Wolf and others for comment.

E. Massey Draw PIP – Tammy Allen and Amy Conklin will be working to complete the PIP.
Manager’s Report – The manager reviewed activities for the past month which primarily included preparing the Annual Report, drafting and reviewing comments on the Chatfield Reallocation EIS, and developing a monitoring contract.  She noted that the management team is still spending over 100 hours per month.

   Amy requested clarification on revising GEI’s Scope of Work to include database development and calculations.  Ronda Sandquist moved and Martha Hahn seconded approval for the Chairs to enter into an agreement with GEI for the services not to exceed $10,000.  The vote was unanimous.
