Call to Order:

The meeting was called to order at 2:00 p.m.  It was determined that there was a quorum. 

Approval of January 28, 2008 Meeting Summary – Bob Deeds moved and Patrick O’Connell seconded approval of the meeting summary after recommended revisions shown below. The vote to approve was unanimous.  
Bob Deeds requested at the bottom of page 3 of 5 that upper case letter “D. Sacred Heart…” should be lower case letter “a. Sacred Heart…” instead, changing the subsequent lettering as follows:


b. Law Enforcement…



c. Bell Mountain Ranch…

D. Monitoring Report…
Approval of Invoices and Payments:  The management team recommended that all the invoices presented be paid in full.  Lissa Oelkers reported that there are sufficient funds to pay off 2008 and 2009 invoices with enough left over to have a positive balance in the Authority’s account.  Prior to approval, the Board discussed which invoices were outstanding 2008 invoices and which ones were new 2009 invoices.  Steve Boand moved and Bob Deeds seconded that the invoices be paid as presented.  The vote was unanimous.  
Lissa reported that the Authority had over $97,000 in the bank.  Amy Conklin reminded the board that invoices were not posted on the Authority’s website for confidentiality reasons.  Lissa provided the detailed invoices to board members that wanted to evaluate them at the meeting.  
New Business:

Update on Proposal for Rulemaking Hearing in November –   The management team reported that the WQCC had finalized their rulemaking actions at their Feb 9th meeting. Ronda Sandquist reported on the action taken by the WQCC.
The management team requested an executive session at the end of the regular meeting to discuss any next steps the Authority may take.

Budget:
Special Assessment – The management team and Lissa Oelkers reported on the amount collected from the special assessment request.  Lissa reported that payments from Douglas County, Jackson Creek Ranch, South Santa Fe Metro District and Dominion Water and Sanitation District have not been received.  
2009 Budget – The management team and Lissa Oelkers reported on the amount of members dues collected to date.  Lissa mentioned that a total of $83,000 of membership dues have been received, or approximately 48.5% of the total dues.  Lissa distributed copies of updated graphic displays of budget information.  With the payment of the current invoices and the receipt of dues to date, the Authority’s fund balance for year end 2008 is approximately $15,000.
The Board directed the management team to give Castle Pines North a presentation to inform the Town why the Authority is charging them that amount.  Commissioner Steve Boand will take the lead in setting up the meeting with Castle Pines North.
Monitoring Report – The Management Team distributed the first sampling results from the DWD monitoring.  For the sampling date of January 29th, the difference in the phosphorus measurements at the DWD site on Plum Creek and the Authority’s site on Plum Creek was significant.

The Management Team discussed a proposed Scope of Work from GEI.  GEI’s Proposed Scope of Work is summarized below:
· Variability from moving sampling locations will be measured by 4, quarterly samples at 4 locations (Plum Creek at Titan Road and inside the park; South Platte River at Waterton Canyon and inside the park).  Two of the quarterly samples will be coordinated with the DWD sampling events, so we’ll get measurements on the same day from the 2 different locations.  For the other 2 quarterly samples, GEI will collect 4 samples from; Plum Creek at Titan Road and inside the park, and the South Platte River at Waterton Canyon and inside the park.  No coordination with DWD is necessary since GEI will be collecting all the samples on those two days.  The result will be a database of 4 samples, collected in different seasons, but on the same days, to measure the difference in water chemistry between the ‘old’, Authority sites and the ‘new’ DWD sites.
· Variability from changing labs will be measured by the split samples collected by DWD through the growing season; two per month for July, August and September.  At least that part is pretty straightforward.
The Board decided that variability from sampling locations will be too difficult to measure.  The board proposed that the only variability to be measured is the variability from changing laboratories.  The Board decided to enter into a contract with GEI for the services of conducting laboratory analysis of 6 split samples from the Denver Water sampling locations.  Paul Grundemann moved and Martha Hahn seconded the motion to direct the management team to revise GEI’s scope of work as described by the board to a maximum total of $3,369.  The vote was unanimous.
GEI will be providing us with a report describing the algorithms and assumptions used to develop our ‘official’ database.  That report will provide documentation about how our database was developed.  If preferred methods for calculating values change in the future, we will have a solid base to work from.
Old Business:

Updates form Water Quality Control Division Staff – There were no members from the Division present at the meeting.
Division of Wildlife – The DOW gave the Authority posters of Colorado’s native fish and Colorado’s game fish.
Update on Massey Draw Sampling Efforts – No new data was available this month.  Centennial is scheduled to continue collecting and analyzing the water quality samples until May when they will jointly sample with PCWA.  PCWA will then continue sampling through September 2009.
Management Team – The Management Team reported on their activities.  For the reporting period, the Management Team has begun collecting information from members for the 2008 Annual Report.
The TRC meeting, planned for March 12th at PCWA at 1:00 p.m., will be a combined TRC and Member Dues subcommittee meeting.  Member dues and referral issues discussion and a presentation by Warren Brown on ISDS monitoring in Plum Creek as well as a brainstorming session to determine required steps to achieve a new TMAL are activities that will take place at this meeting.  

The next board meeting is scheduled for March 25th at PCWA at 2:00 p.m.  

Executive Session – An Executive Session was not conducted at this meeting.
Paul Grundemann informed that a public notice for a permit amendment for CWSD will be distributed to its clients.  This amendment includes changes in constituent amounts, including sulfate, chlorite and selenium.  This permit will be modified to extend the compliance schedule.

Martha Hahn provided a Regulation 38 update.  A meeting was set up with the Division but the Authority was informed that the Division did not have time to meet.  The Division is suggesting a 23.5° Celsius temperature standard and no daily maximum temperatures.  The Authority’s suggestion is 24° Celsius and requesting to change the South Platte River to a Cold 2 Standard.  The Authority still has to talk about seasonality and fluctuations in temperature.  

Supporting Materials for 2008 Annual Report - The management team thanked those entities who submitted relevant data for the 2008 Annual Report and reminded those entities that have not submitted their data yet.  

Other – The board discussed whether the Authority should be part of the Colorado Watershed Assembly and the Colorado Lake and Reservoir Management Association (CLRMA).  Membership dues are $50.00 for the Watershed Assembly and $85.00 for the CLRMA, totaling $135.00.  The Board voted by acclimation to join both organizations.  Nobody objected to the vote. 
Adjournment – A motion to adjourn the meeting was made by Kevin Urie and seconded by Penny Wilkinson.  The vote was unanimous and the meeting was adjourned at 4:30 p.m. 
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
